Ballincollig has a rich and diverse history spanning
centuries. It is a history that Mclnerney Homes is
proud to recognise as they move their community
values into this growing area of Cork.

Much like the area itself, the history of Ballincollig
is a lively one. The Barrett family (after whom the
barony which contains Ballincollig is named) built
Ballincollig Castle during the reign of Edward IlI.
The rebel county stayed true to its name when in
1641 the castle was taken from the Barretts by
rebels, but the freedom fighters were expelled in
1645 by English Parliamentary forces.

Ballincollig Castle became a garrison for James Il
in 1689 but after his defeat in the Williamite war in
Ireland it fell into decay.

Out of the turmoil of royal war the Ballincollig Royal Gunpowder
Mills were opened in 1794 by prominent Cork businessman, Charles
Henry Leslie. Eleven years later the Mills were bought by the British,
who were preparing for war with Napolean. By the end of the 1800s
Ballincollig was one of the largest industrial establishments in Cork,
employing hundreds of men from the area.

With the closure of the Gunpowder Mills in the early 1900s, the
once thriving town of Ballincollig became little more than a small
village on the road from Cork City to the larger market town of
Macroom. Although the use of the Murphy Barracks was a major
source of employment, they too were decommissioned after the
Great War.

By the 1970’s Ballincollig re-emerged as a satellite town with many
new housing developments constructed around the old village. This
expansion continued through the late 1980’s and accelerated in the
1990’s with Ballincollig developing as more than just a commuter
community. The town’s centre expanded substantially with
significant growth in commercial, professional, recreational and
financial services.

Now Ballincollig has regained its former glory and become a
community sought out by young professionals and families alike.
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The numerous services and amenities in Ballincollig include amongst
others, a library, multiplex cinema, playgrounds, three shopping centres
and a large riverside park (Ballincollig Regional Park) which spans approx
130 acres. A new shopping centre was opened in Ballincollig town centre
in October 2005 to serve the community’s growing needs. Ballincollig’s
childcare and educational needs are well served by several créches, four
primary schools and two secondary schools. Itis also home to churches of
various denominations.

The Gunpowder Mills along with its visitor centre and museum is on the
North side of town. Although the Gunpowder Mills are now in disrepair but
the area is still open for walks.

There are many sports clubs in the town including Ballincollig Athletic Club,
G.A.A., a Hockey Club (Belvedere), a Soccer Club and a Rugby Club.

A bypass road was opened around Ballincollig in 2004 to reduce the journey
time from Cork to Killarney on the N22 and to reduce traffic volume going
through the bustling town centre.

Cork International Airport is situated just 8 miles from Ballincollig.
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Conveniently situated on the Cork City side of Ballincollig this
unique development of houses and apartments is built to the
highest contemporary standards in a beautiful river side setting.
